Allt har sin borjan langt tillbaka i tiden, sa aven frisbee. Om vi borjar 
med ordet "frisbee" som for de fiesta ar benamningen pa en flygan.de 

plastskiva som anvands pa badstranderna. Ordet harstammar sa langt till­
baka som fran 900-talet i Europa. Da med beteckningen "friser'' for det folk­
slag som bebodde delar av omradena kring Rhens och Ems mynningar. 
Friserna var kanda som ett flitigt handelsfolk och formedelade varor mellan 
de brittiska oarna, Norden och ovriga Europa. Eflerleden -bi, kom sig av det 
nordiska namnet for by, ett ord som danska vikingar forde med sig under sin 
invasion av de brittiska oarna. Geografiskt kan man harleda ordet till byn 
Frisebi (nuvarande Frisby-on-the-wreake) belagen vaster om Melton Mowbry. 

En engelsk slakt utvandrade till Connecticut i Nordamerika omkring 1635, 
Frisby var slaktnamnet, och vi ar snart framme i moderna tider. William Russel 
Frisbie var grundaren av Frisbie Pie Company 1895 och det var dar som 
forsta gangen frisbeen sag dagens ljus. 

Det var 1948 som innovatoren Fred Morrison sag studenterna vid bageriet 
kasta tomma pajformar under lunchtid. Han tog med sig nagra pajformar till 
Californien och tillverkade den forsta frisbeen i plast. Han uppfattade aven 
ordet Frisbie som Frisbee och darav dagens stavning. Allt fran en gamma! 
bosattning i England. Frisbee har alltsa tusenariga anor, och hur manga vis­
ste det? 

Frisbeen tillverkades under manga ar av ett foretag i USA med namnet 
Wham-O. ldag har rattighetema salts till Mattel Sports, dar ocksa den kanda 
Barbie dockan kommer ifran! Men det finns ocksa andra tillverkare som ligger 
bakom utvecklingen av frisbees. Discrafl och lnnova-Champion ar tva av de 
ledande. I USA saljs det tier frisbees an fotbollar, basketbollar och basebollar 
tillsammans! 

Guts spelades redan 1954, da pa Dartmouth University. Det drojde knappt 
15 ar in nan ultimate spelades forforsta gangen, 1968 pa Columbia High School 
i New Jersey. Sedan dess har utvecklingen gatt fort. Forsta permanenta golf­
banan for frisbee anlades 1975 i Oak Grove, Pasadena, USA. 

Ultimate och frisbeegolf ar de tva dominanta disciplinerna, galler over hela 
varlden. Bara i Sverige finns idag ett 40-tal golfbanor, dit vem som heist kan 
komma och prova pa. Golfen har i start sett samma regler som langgolf, 
skillnaden ligger i redskapet och golfhalet. I frisbeegolf ar det ett s.k kedjehal, 
en metallstallning bestaende av kedjor och en korg. 

Langd, kasta sa langt som mojligt, rekordet ar idag 200,01 m. 1978 var det 
135,32 m. Fristil ar den gren som manga har sett i samband med uppvisningar. 
Tva eller tre personer utfor ett program till musik med en eHar tier frisbees 
med sa svara trick som mojligt. Fler grenar finns och under VM-veckan kan 
du fa mer information. 

Det finns manga "kandisar'' som har ett forflutet som frisbeespelare. Annika 
Sorenstam spelade ultimate vid SM i borjan pa 90-talet. Stakka Boo tillbringar 
garna tid pa Karsons frisbeegolfbana om tid finnes. Frisbee passar for alla! 

Manga av dagens forbund bildades pa 70-talet, bl.a Sverige 197 4. 1983 
blev Svenska Frisbeeforbundet upptagna i RFs idrottsfamilj. Ett erkannande 
av var idrott som har gjort arbetet lattare. Med VM i Jonkoping tror svensk 
frisbee pa en ljus framtid. Kanske blir det just du som tar kontakt med en 
frisbeeforening nasta gang?
