The long
history of the tawn is visibly
present. The old castle and
cathedral are over 700 years old
and still in use today.




BILEET, BAILUT (party)

HILJAINEN (quiet)

Generally speaking, if a Finn won't say a word to
you, don’t be offended. Finns are usually rather quiet
people, at least until you get to know us belter. We
sort of take pride in the fact that small talk has not
become mandatory.

MUUMIMAAILMA
{Moominwoelrd)

The Moominworld in Naantali is a childrens’ theme
park where ony bad moods will soon evaporate and
be replaced by laughter and good feelings. This
home island of the Moamins is open daily from 10
a.m. till 6 p.m.

NAKKIKIOSKI, SNAGARI, GRILLI
(hot dog kiosk, grill)

Long night out, starving to death — where do you go?
We strongly encourage you ta forget those boring
burgers and standard fries: nokkikioski is the place
to go. Despite the lack of big fluerescent signs and
fancy focades, finding it shouldn't be o problem

— just follow the lingering aromas of sausage,

steak and fried egg -filled sandwiches with goric

mayonnaise. Once you ge! there, join the queuing
crowd, and ask for the ‘speciol’

NAPAPIIRI (arctic circle)

Finland is a long country, mare than 1150 kilometres
from fip to tae. Up narth, above the Arclic Circle,
you gel lo enjoy the Midnight Sun in June - but
around December comes paybock time, since in
those coldest weeks of winter the sun doesn't rise at
all. Relief to the midwinter darkness is occasionally
provided by the revontulet (Northern Lights}. And oh
yes — they do have electricity up there as well. No
polar bears, though.

SAARISTO (archipelago)

The closest place to experience this is the Turku
Archipelago. A unique very beaufiful site fo visit e.g.
by bicycle but also, of course, by boat,

While Finns take great pride in their chocolate, they
also cherish another sweet of a more peculiar kind:
salty liquorice known as salmiokki tends to fall into

the love-itorhate-it category.

SAUNA

More or less indisputably, sauna could be considered
the mast Finnish thing of all Finnish Things. It is
indeed so dear o us that many Finns actually have
two saunas: one at home, another at their summer
coffage. If you get fo give it a Iry, make sure fo lake
o breck now and then, for Finns like their sauna hot,
In addition fo taking a cool shower or a dip in the
pool or sea in between, you can refresh yourself with
o cold drink. Can't beat the feeling.

SISV (guts, stamina)
The English translotions for the Finnish word sisu
bear only a faint resemblance o whot sisu means




to Finns. It's that tenacious will to keep going, come
what may. For example, although Finland has had
her share of historical turbulence, like all other stotes
on the European continent that where involved in
the Second World War, Finland was never occupied
by foreign forces. Finns like to think it's the sisu that
eventually gol us where we are today: In the posk
war years agrarian Finland was ropidly transformed
into @ madern industrial land

TURKU

Turku is the oldest city (founded in 1229) and the
first capital of Finland (until 1812). Nowadays Turku
has some 170 000 inhabitants. Downtown Turku is
very easy to gel around in: the core area consists of
the streets Aurakatu, Linnankatu, Yliopistonkatu and
Eerikinkatu. Just memorise where they are located

— we won't test you on spelling them correctly. Learn
the Turku accent easily by practising the following:
"Al maa vai?" "Kui?” Tournament slogon in dialect

VESI (WATER)

Cliché or nat, Finland is indeed the country of
thousands of lakes. In the summertime Finns like to
make use of this by heading out to their summer
coftages and lakeshore saunas, leaving the cities
somewhat deserted. But aven the arrival of winter
chills is no excuse fo give up on ouldoor swimming:
the popularity of avantouinti, swimming in a frozen
loke, has increased. And yes: it is safe to drink the
water from the tap.

VAHEMMISTOT (MINORITIES)

Due to her relatively isolated location and strict
foreign policy, Finland has remained a very
homagenous country. Even the largest official
minority, the Finlumr Swedes, consfitute less than 6%

of the total population of some five million people.

While most of
the Swedes live in coastal Finland, the other official
minority, the Sami people (also known as Lopps),
live in their native area in the northernmost parts of
Lapland

YMPARISTO (ENVIRONMENT)

You cannot give an intreduction to Finland and leave
out the environment, for Finns love nature — and they
have plenty of it. If you manage to get away from
the countless lakes, you will quite likely find yourself
in a forest. Millions upon millions of pines, spruces,
birches, and other trees cover about 65% of the fotal
land area. Hence it is no wonder that forests are
Finland’s most important natural resource

Player’s Handbook Rules section for

Game rules
All players, Captains and staff are expected to be famil-
iar with the WFDF Rules.

Starting and ending the game
All field stoff responsible for scoring and timing games
will arrive at the appropriate field thirty (30] minutes
before the game they are due fo score or time begins.
They will place themselves in a pasition visible to any
players approaching the field. Both Team Captains or
Team Representatives shall repart to the field staff at the
appropriate field fiftleen {15) minutes before their game
is due fo start. The Team Captains or representatives shall
register the arrival of their team with the field staff and
sign the team raster for that game presented to them by
the game afficials. The raster will cantain the names and
jersey numbers of all the players the team has registered
to the tournament. Should ane or more of those players
nat porticipate in said game, they should be stricken by
the captain from the roster .

Captains of the two teams shall flip discs to defermine
passessian and field paosition for their teams at the start
of the game. Shauld one or both Captoins not report to
the field stoff ot this time, the gume official shall note
this, try to contact the Captain directly by mabile phone,
and if this is not successful cantact the tournament center
by phane, and ask far a public natice o be made to
atiract the Captain and/or their team to the appropri-
ate field. Upon the arrival of the Caplain the staff shall
inform them of the amount of time left befare the begin-
ning of the game. Rosters will then be handed to staff
for verification.

Teams with less than 10 players on their roster for any
one gome will nat be permiled to play.

Teoms wha have delivered their roster late will not be
permitted to play until the roster has been checked. If this
means they are late starting then they will farfeit points

The central horn that has been used successfully over a
number of years will nat be used at WUGC 2004. This
is because the games are spread aut an many sites. Indi-
vidual timekeepers will be respansible for starting games
on time and capping them when time runs out.

There will be a signal from the timekeeper five (5} min-
utes befare the scheduled start of a game in arder 1o
prepare all teams lo line up ready ta play. At this signal,
both teams ot the field must be ready to ploy.

A second signal will be transmitted by the fimekeeper
to stort the game at the designated time. Teams who do
not have seven players on the line and ot least three
(3) substitutes ready ta play when the signal is given to
start play shall give ane {1} point for eoch minute they

are late to the oppasing team. If a team has nat arrived
after fifteen [15) minutes they shall forfeit their game fo
zero [0). Should neither team arrive on fime then they
shall both gain points at the rate of one (1) per minute
until @ team arrives and lines up, or until both teoms
arrive and line up ar until both teams farfeit their game
zero-zera (0-0) after 15 minutes. Should either or both
teams fail ta furn up and so forfeit their game they shall
automatically be referred to the Taurnament Rules Graup
[TRG) by the Tournament Director {TD) for possible disci-
plinary action.

If at the scheduled starting time af the game anly one of
the Captain’s is present, then that Capfain may choose
which end their team will defend and whether they will
pull ar receive. If neither Captain is present then the first
Captain ta arrive shall have first choice.

At the end of regular ploy a further signal will be trans-
mitted.

Exceptions

Games will start an fime, unless o previous game has
overun its time an the same field as the next scheduled
game. Teams may have ta wait until the previous game
is completed befare starling their game. They shall still
follow the pre-match procedure outlined above and if an-
other field is available teams may be asked to switch at
the time they sign their roster fiieen (15) minutes before
the scheduled start of their game.

If the game daes not start on fime because of the late |

arrival of one or bath of the teams the start and finish
signals shall remain in force for that game. If, however,
a game starts late because af anather game playing ex-
tra fime an the scheduled field, and anather field being
unavailable, then the field staff shall note the beginning
time af the gome and adjust all subsequent limings so
that the game shall run for its allatted time. The field staff
shall then enforce this new time schedule irrespective of
the time schedule af ather games being played in the
same round,

Time Caps

All games at Warld Chempianship tournaments shall be
time copped. For WUGC Finland the time cap will be
100 minutes.

All games in all rounds in oll divisions will fallaw the
following rules:

Ties

If two teams are tied on win-ass rotio after any phase of
pool play then the result of the heado-head game will
delermine places

IF three or mare teams are tied on win-loss rafia afler any
phase of pool play then the following arder of criteria
will be applied;

1. The teams will be ranked occording ta the win-loss
ratic in the pool play games between the teams in ques-
hon.

2. Should this ranking still produce a tie between three
or more feams, points scored in games between those
teams will be colculated. Teoms will be ranked accord-
ing to the points difference in those games. The highest
positive difference will determine the highest ranking for
that team. The remaining teoms will be decided on the
same basis.

3. After calculating the points difference between three
or more feams, should the points difference be the same
then the highest number of points scored in those malch-
es will determine places. After delermining places by this
criteria, should twa teams remain tied then their ranking
will be determined on the head4o-head bosis.

4. Shauld three or mare teoms still be tied after points
difference and points scored are calculated then points
difference in all games in that pool will be calculated
ond the team with the highest difference will gain the
highest ranking. Further rankings will be determined by
the resulls af head-to-head gomes.

5. ARer calculating the paints difference between three
or more teams in oll the gomes in the paol, shauld the
paints difference be the same then the highest number of
paints scared in all matches in the pool will determine
places. Further rankings will be determined by the results
of headto-head games.

6. Finally, should this still produce o tie (now we mave to
statisticol instability) then oll teams involved shall nomi-
nate one ployer to thraw one disc as far as they can. All
players shall thraw ot the same time, with any prevailing
wind of their backs. The furthest throw shall win, other
ploces determined on head-to-head.

Field procedures

The field staff will be respansible for scaring and time
keeping, including the timing between points and on dis-
putes. They are not availoble for rule clarification ar the
sefiling of any disputes. That is the responsibility of the
ployers. They are, however, responsible for moniforing

We osk yau, in foct INSIST, that you respect this paint ant
that the coptains make sure that all their players adhere
tait. Any abuse of field staff will be a disciplinary matter.

It is the respansibility of all players in oll teams to follow |

all field staff instructions below with camplete campli-
once and co-operalion. The captains are responsible for
the behaviour of their team.

The following procedures apply.

The field stoff will be respansible far giving your teams
all the informatian they need ta arganise themselves, in-
cluding the signal far the stor! aof the games. This will
come in o variety of forms detiled belaw. The sioff will
blow whistles from one Io three fimes to warn the teams

of the fime limits. Three times olways indicates that play
shall resume immediately.

Time limits between goals

A point starts at the pull and ends when o goal has been
scored ar, if there is a discussion, when the gool is ac-
knowledged by the defending teom. We want ta make
this clear, os there hove been questions about this in the
past.

The time limit between gocls {i.e. the scaring of o goal
ond the ensuing throw-off) is sixty {60) seconds far the
receiving team, and seventyfive (75} seconds far the
thrawing team. These limits are enforced by the fallow-
ing procedure.

Disputes

Abher o dispute has gone on for thirty seconds, the official
shall give o worning signol twice with the whistle ond
coll *thirty” to indicate thot the thirly seconds are up. The
ployers involved ore then expected to resolve the issue
immediotely or return the disc fo the last thrower. There
is no strict thirty seconds fime limil but o realisfic expecto-
tion that ploy sholl resume.

Notes

Nate 1: it both teams ore reody of ony lime before the
final signal is given then play is restarted and oll remain-
ing timekesper signals ore dispensed with.

Note_2: the signol of reodiness is that o ployer on the
team in question roises a hand. Players must establish
and hold their positions prior to signaling readiness.

Nate 3. It is common for ployers lo conluse overtime

with the lime-cop. Ovettime has nathing to do with time
elopsed since the stort of the gome. Overtime occurs
when the score is tied ot one point less than the number
of points for which the gome wuos originelly scheduled,
i.e.at1616inagometo 17.

Discipline

At the Captain's meeting, there will be orgonised a Taur-
nament Rules Group [TRG), which arbitrotes in on-field
ond afffield disputes between players, staff and mem-
bers af the public. At WUGC 2004, the TRG is chaired
by the WFDF Ultimote Directar, and includes the TD of
the event, ar their delegoted representotive, and one
ployer from each division represented.

The TRG will address formol requests, complaints or pro-
tests about any issue concerning onield or off-field octiv-
ities. Requests, complaints or protests may be brought fo
the atiention of TRG by any Team Coptoin or Team Rep-
resentative, identified before the tournament. Requests,

comploints or protests moy be brought ot any fime during |
the period starfing from the end of the coptoins Meeting |

to midnight an the final day of play at the tournoment.

Upan receipt of a request, complaint or protest the TRG
will meet ot ifs earliest convenience ond make o decision
avoilable to all porties involved at least two (2) hours be-
fore the stort of ploy the following day. The TRG for any
request, camplaint or protest shall be composed of the
WFDF Ultimote Director, the TD ond the elected ployer
fram the division in which there is o perceived difficulty.
The decision shall be posted where ployers moy have
access fo read the outcome

The TRG moy, at its discretion, disquolify a player or
an enlire team from ony evenl or fram the entire tour-
noment whenever thot ployer or team exhibits violent,
obscene, obusive, disruptive or illegol behoviaur; cheats
or otherwise oflempts to creote an untoir odvontoge for
themselves or disodvontages others through circumven-
tion of the rules; or otherwise causes substantiol hard-
+hip, inconvanience or annoyance fo spectatars, officials
or players.

The TRG may also censor on individuol player or team
orally or in writing; alter or nullify the result of any event;
or order an event lo be partiolly or complelely replayed.
In the event of on exiremely serious conduct violation the
TRG may, atter disqualifying o ployer or team from com-
petitian, refer the matter for loter review ond sanctioning
actions by the WFDF Board of Directors

If any member of the TRG hos o vested inlerest in ony
matter put to the TRG that member shall be withdrawn
ta be reploced by their representalive, or in the cose of
an elected ployer. another elected player from another
division. Should two or more members of the TRG hove
a vested interest in the matler put to the TRG they shall be




replaced by unbiased WFDF elected officials ovailoble
at the tournoment. These shall initially be Boord members
or members of the Ultimote Committee

IF an issue is brought to the TRG thal effects the general
interest of all or a graup of teams participating in the
tournament, the TRG moy <all an advisary Captains’
Meeting of all or selected teams. The calling of such a
meeting does not in any way reduce the powers of the
TRG ond the TRG is in no woy baund to suggestions or
decisions made by such o Captains’ Meeting

Any ployer or team disqualified from the taurnoment
shall forfeit oll fees paid. If any ployer or team, or group
of teams, chooses lo challenge a decision made by the
TRG in the course af handling o request, comploint or
pratest during o WFDF World Ultimate Chompionship
tournameni, they should file o written protest 1o the WFDF
Board of Directors within 30 doys of accurmence.

Spirit issves

Al eorlier Warlds, there have sometimes been one or
two gomes where the Spirit of the Game has not been
enough to prevent rude and ruthiess behaviaur or even
violent play. At WUGC, this will not be occepted. Cap-
tains ore responsible for the behoviour of their teams ond
will be osked to remember this during the tournament

The WFDF strangly discournges teams requesting the use
of observers. In arder to focilitate objective support for
the field stoff, ond siill leaving it to the teams to loke
their respansibility for their awn octions, we introduce at
WUGC the following procedure

It the field stoff at a certoin gome consider the game to
constitute a major problem, they will coll for o WFDF offi-
cial, the TD or the Field director. This person will have the
autharity to halt the game ot any point, on the grounds of
Spirit problems. The action taken con be a short pause
in order for the Coptains to colm their teams down or
even decision ta ploy the rest of the gome of o loter
time, should the schedule ollow it. In connection with
the gome, but nat necessorily during i, the official shall
bring ony misconduct fo the atlention of the TRG which
may decide on sonclions occording to the rules obove

The coll will not be made on the request of the ployers.
A coptain thot is of the apinion that the opposing teom
is not frying lo communicate with his/her team is osked
to address the opposing coptain. Should this not solve
the problem, the coplain/s moy ask for such of coll for
an outside officiol.

The decision to call or nol 1o call on official lies with

the field staff. Circumstonces under which the field stoff

con/shauld coll for on outside official include:

¢ repealed incidents of violent, dongerous or ruthless
behaviour

* repeated incidents of blatont disregord for
opponents, speciolors, rules or property

* incidents of disregord for the outhority of field stoff

in combinatian with the ossessment on the part of the field

stoff that the otmasphere of the gome is deteriorating

Note that the situotions that might hove coused this pro-
cedure to came into effect hove been few ond for aport.
The WFDF, the orgonisers of WUGC 2004 and your
oppanents rely an you fo help us avoid them ot this great
fournoment os well

2005 IWGA World

Games qualifying procedures
| The next World Games will take place in Duisburg, Ger-
many from July 14 - 24, 2005. The World Games will be
the largest multi-sport event in Europe in 2005 featuring
over 30 sports and 3000 athletes. Following up an the
success of Flying Disc sport in Akilo, Jopon in 2001,
Ultimate will again be o featured spart.

Six notions will be invited by WFDF to field teams that
will compete in o Mixed format. As hasi nation, Ger-
mony will receive one af thase invitotions. The other five
notions will be determined by the results of the 2004
World Ultimate Championships for Nationol Teoms here
in Turku, Finlond.

Warld Games invitatians will be based on the combined
results of each country's top three finishes in the six divi-
sions of competition: Open, Women, Mixed, Masters,
Juniar Open, ond Junior Women. Far example, one
caunkry’s top three finishes moy come in Open, Mixed,
ond Juniar Open, while anather country’s tap three fin-
ishes moy come in Women's, Mixed and Moslers

Scoring within each division will be determined by the
number of teams entered in the division. If 20 teams are
entered, it will be worth 20 points I win, 19 points for
secand and so on down to 1 paint for 20th ploce. Ger-
many 's finish will, for the sake of point distribution, be
treated as any other leam.

If twa ar more countries are lied for the last invitation po-
sifion, o tie-break procedure will be used which will then
consider the countries finishes in the fourth division, ond
then fifth and sixth divisions if necessary, For exomple,
one caunfry’s fourth highest finish moy be in Mosters,
while another country's fourth highest finish moy be in
‘ Women's

If two or more teoms are still tied ofter considering The
sixth division finishes, the order of the teoms will be de-
cided with o random selection procedure determined by
the WFDF Ultimate Committee

The National Association for each country chosen shall
then be responsible for selecting o Mixed team of elite
piuyers to represent their couniry.

Un-
forced throwing errors by Finland gave
Australia more than enough looks
to even the score. Tied at 8-all, the
Dingos came out fired up on defense,
and took half following a huge block
in Finland’s red zone by #14 Jonathan
Holmes.
Australia again came out hot ‘D’
to open the second half, but the Finns
countered with cool ~headed offense
from #68 Topi “caribou” Haarama (4
goals). Finnish defensive machine
#49 Peetu Ounap forced a Dingo turn
which evened the score again at 11-all.
More unforced throwing errors al-
lowed Australia four straight defensive
goals, and placed
| them in a com-
manding position
at 16-12, game
to 17.

the new blood. These new players need
to show that they can bring the spirit,
heart and intensity to this team.

Canada won Worlds in 1998 and
the World Games in 2001. Behind a
tall and versatile lineup with speed
and conditioning, the angry monkey
has incentive to perform well after
being underseeded at number three.
When was the last time Furious play-
ers lost a major tournament? 2002
Club Worlds in Hawaii is their only
such defeat in recent memory. They've
won almost everything since. This is
going to be a very strong team indeed
and in the right frame of mind.

Finland is going to have something
to play for by representing their coun-
try and their friends and neighbors
in Turku. Their opening-game loss to
Australia is a small setback. Having
just cruised through the top teams
in America and beating all of them
except for Furious George (remember,
the U.S. teams are not in season right
now), the Aussies are looking mighty
comfortable on the pitch. Expect them
to be in a flow right away while other
teams work out the kinks. Australia
might be able to pull ahead early by a
decent margin before their opponents
recover in the second half.

Is there a weak pool? Great Brit-
ain’s pool certainly does not promise
the potential of the others The U.K.
will indeed be very strong but Den-
mark comes in as a fifth seed without

great success on the international
scene, They are excited and may be
peaking at the right time, by they are
not as strong as Australia, Finland and
Sweden in the other pools, and Great
Britain is not as powerful as USA and
Canada.

For this reason, expect the Japa-
nese to mix up the Open B pool. The
Buzz Bullets were the best non-North
American team at Club Worlds 2002
in Hawaii but that was practically a
home tournament for them. Japan
finished in the middle of the pack in
2000. Could this be a break-through
year for them?

Sweden and Finland are always in
the mix. Sweden especially owes some
revenge victories. They want Worlds
very badly. Sweden’s 1992 Gold was
tarnished because USA did not send
the defending New York, New York
champions due to travel costs. Instead
the U.S. recruited a team of Masters
players, a few pickups, and a stuffed
teddy bear to represent America on
the field. Sweden lost to USA 19-18
in the finals of Worlds 2000 in Hei-
Ibronn. They lost the bronze medal
game 17-16 to the Condors in St.
Andrews in 1999. If Sweden can avoid
Canada and get a match against USA,
you can expect another game down to
the wire.

Finals: United States 17— Canada 14

A hat trick for the Americans! Team USA, rep-
resented by the Lake Tahoe, California, “Donner
Party” may very well be proclaimed an Ultimate
dynasty. Beginning in 2002 with their incred-
ible run to the top from a low initial seed in the
World Ultimate Club Championships in Hawaii,
the Party have won two consecutive UPA Cham-
pionships and now take home the gold for the
USA in the Mixed division at the WUGC.
Canada and the USA tied in total goals
for after Round 1, but Canada’s total goals
against was a staggering 25 over 7 games. Most
expected a barn-burner in this game between
unbeatens, with the USA’s potent offense
hammering against one of the best defensive
showings of the tournament. The game was
exciting to watch, but it was the USA's offense
that dominated more than anything else. A very
long point in the beginning of the game ended in
the Americans' favor, bringing the score even at
2-all and providing momentum that pushed the
USA ahead to half, 9-6. A late defensive surge
by the Candians wasn't enough to counter the
USA’s deep game.
